Changes in the daily life of the students and teachers are always a great experience. That's why
Sports Day is organized for students, teachers and non-teaching staff for the past few years in
Virar's Viva College. This year, for the formal inauguration of the sports days - which were held
on December 18 and 19 - Principal Dr. A. P. Pandey and Vice Principal Prajakta Paranjape were
the chief guests. 

On 18th December sports such as badminton, carrom, table tennis and box cricket were
organized for students. In the Badminton tournament, there were 88 female students, 76 male
students and 23 students enrolled in the mixed doubles group. In Carrom, 93 participants were in
the men's category, 38 in the women's team and 29 in the mixed doubles category.

In the Table Tennis Championships, 8 participants in the men's team, 2 participants in the
women's section had participated. In the Box Cricket, 29 students participated in 4 teams.

On 19th December, badminton, table tennis, carrom, chess, running competition, ballooning, box
cricket, rifle shooting and other fun games were organized for the teachers and non-teaching
staff.

8 teams were there in Box Cricket. 45 in men's team in Batminton and 37 in women category, 18
men and 2 women participated in Chess competition, 28 men and 4 women competitors
participated in the carrom competition, 10 men competitors in table tennis competition, 32
women and 16 men in rifle shooting competition enrolled their names.  In the shot put
competition, 15 men and 32 women under age group of 35 and 10 men and 8 women contestants
participated in the above the age group of 35 .

In the 100-meter running event, 36 women and 25 male participants who are under 30 age group
enrolled the names, on the other hand 36 men and 25 female participants took part in 200 meters
running.
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For age group 30 years and above, 8 women and 10 male participants in the 100 meter race and 8
women and 10 male participants in 200 meters competition. In above 35-year age group, 8
women participated in the 100 meter running race. On the other hand Tug of war and select the
coins in 10 seconds had a great response.
